We are now in the process of understanding 
the  personality of Mars Hill and the way it functions (Clarify Identity).  We    
examine the churchôs identity in regards to the churchôs personality as a family 
led,    pastor led, or program led church.   
     We will continue our journey through the ñin between timeò on Wednesday, 
April 7 by answering the question, ñHow is it all working for the congregation?ò

¶ In 2009, the Samaritan Relief Ministry food pantry provided groceries for 7,777 people. 

Approximately ninety-seven percent (97%) of these households live below the poverty 
level.  
 

¶ The food given includes fresh milk, cheese, margarine, ground beef and chicken as 
well as the non-perishable items donated by congregations, schools and individuals in 
our community. 
 

¶ Many of the people OCIM assists with food are on fixed incomes. 
 

¶ Many are single parents. 
 

¶ Some are women fleeing domestic abuse. 
 

¶ Some have hours cut in their jobs. 
 

¶ Some people try desperately to find jobs, but due to lack of education and job skills, are 
unable to find one. 
 

¶ Grandparents, aunts and uncles find themselves suddenly having custody of children 
who have been removed form their parentsô home. 
 

¶ Many people have illness or injury that prohibits their ability to hold a job.  The process 
to receive disability benefits can often take a couple of years. 
 

¶ Some people have incomes that exceed the eligibility limit to receive food stamps, but 
their expenses leave very little to purchase food with. 
 

¶ Families who are just barely able to ñmake itò need help during the summer and holi-
days when children are out of school and eating all three meals at home.
